The Teaching of the Word

When we left Paul last week he was in Corinth for almost two years. Look what he was doing...
So Paul stayed for a year and a half, teaching them the word ofA8Bd.8:11

Near the end of that time, he began the final leg of that journey...

On the way back to Antioch he went from... Corinth — Ephesus — Caesarea — Jerusalem — Antioch

Then Paul Launched his Third Mission Journey

After spending some time in Antioch, Paul set out from there and traveled from place to place throughout the regioreof Galati
and Phrygia, strengthening all the disciplests 18:23

Note that he starts his third journey, once again, from Antioch (far right in green) and moves westward...
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| want you to look at this more carefully. Here is a slide of... the Second Mission Trip:

PHRYGIA

Do you see how Paul covers roughly the same ground, all over again? His second mission trip has lasted over 3 years. His third
journey will last over 5 years. Where does he go? He could have gone south to Alexandria and Africa. He could have pushed
west to Spain. But he didn’t. He visits all the places where he has travelled before. Why?

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Thiswast | dzf Qa: hb‘]k/oﬁldivéit\t@ése cities, plant a church, teach for a while, leave and go to another city — and then
after some months write to the church he had just left.

His letters were treasured, faithfully copied and circulated to other churches. Sometimes the letters would address urgent local
problems — like his letters to the Corinthians, sometimes they were comprehensive in their scope, like his letters to the
Ephesians and the Philippians. They quickly became authoritative in all the churches.

Luke and Paul would in the end author about half of the New Testament — letters written for the purpose of ‘strengthening all
the disciples’.
God raised up other teachers, too. In ch 18 we meet...
a Jew named\pollos a native of Alexandria, came to Ephesus. Heanaarned manwith athorough knowledge of the
ScripturesHe had beemstructed in the way of the Lordnd hespokewith great fervorandtaught about Jesus accurately
he was a great help to those who by grace had believed
Acts 18:24-27

What great things to say about a teacher! Paul would write about Apollos’ ministry to the Corinthians with this phrase, “I
planted, Apollos watered 6 dzi D2 R 3 @&®llosih&dS walleN® didiskrfér these thirsty young Christians.

Wouldn’t you love to study under a man like Apollos? We are featuring teachers like that in our Wednesday night Lenten series
on theological controversy — men and women with a thorough knowledge of the scriptures, who have been well instructed in the
way of the Lord, and who teach about Jesus accurately... Come and join us on Weds evenings!

We are talking today about how God strengthens us through the study of the scriptures. But | want to back up for a minu te and
get inside your head and think with you about the whole issue of thought and study and ideasX

Thinking about ideas has a bad rap today. We are not a thinking culture. We value feelings more than thought. We say, “I feel
like this and so | am going to act like this...” Our feelings rule! But | want to point out something to you; the idea that feelings
are more important than thoughts is an idea! A set of values. A thought! You can’t get away from thought — even when you try
and get away from thought.

“Well”, you might say, “if we are going to talk about ideas, R2 y Q (i  fddagion e2. elzdjone has their own ideas. Don’t
push yours.” But that is an idea. It comes straight out of the Enlightenment. It is the idea that “All truth is relative”. Itis an
important idea — and a bad idea. It’s hard to get away from ideas.

You might say, ‘I believe everyone is saved by being sincere and trying to live a good life, not by their beliefs...” But this is also
an idea, a thought, a belief. We call this idea, ‘justification by works.” It is an important idea — but it is not a Christian idea.

The world is filled with ideas. You can’t get away from that. Ideas govern human life. Even the idea that ‘ideas are not
important’ is an idea, a teaching, a doctrine. And a bad one at that! They are unavoidable.

Your mind is a great gift of God to you, given to enable you to grasp ideas, to weigh them, and to act upon them. Don’t waste
your mind! God wants you to use it, and use it well!!l That is why God wants to teach you his ways, his thoughts, his truth -
because ideas govern human life. They are like the rudder on your ship.

That is why we are devoted to Apostolic ideas, Apostolic teaching, to the teaching of these witnesses of Jesus, of his death and
resurrection. Because we believe these are the best ideas in the world. We believe they are the true ideas about life. This issue
is at the heart of our difficulties in the Anglican Communion; we are trying to decide if we can trust the word of God to set the
rudder of our ship, to shape our thoughts and values and confidences. To teach accurately about life and God. This is very
important!

I want to mention two of the great changes studying the Bible will bring to your life...

You Will Get Closer To JesusX
We are told that Apollos had beerinstructed in the way of the Lardnd hespoke with great fervoandtaught about Jesus

accurately..

The people in these new churches didn’t know much about Jesus when they first believed — just that he loved them, that he was
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the hope of Israel, that he had died for their sins, that God raised him from the dead — that was a lot, but there was more, much
more. There is always more. When they believed the preaching of Paul, they said ‘yes’ to a voice behind his voice... When they
came to faith in Jesus, they came into a relationship with Jesus — and they wanted to know who he was.

Courtship with Becca — just three weeks and we promised our lives to each other. Then we got to know each other! 30 years
later we are still getting to know each other better, love each other more deeply.

Often, it will happen like that; you come into a relationship with him ¢ and then you get to know him! That is what happened
to the disciples in the gospels... and it is what happens to us today. | have been getting to know Jesus better for 35 years. That is
part of why | still love to learn about him.

So they devoted themselves to the apostleQ teaching to get to know Jesus. And you do.

When you come to a teaching, or read your Bible, or listen to an sermon — pray this, “Lord, speak to me today. Tele about
yourself. | want to know you better. Tell me about me, and your purposes for my life. Speak, Lord, for your sén@nf is i 3 X ¢

When you study what the scriptures say about our minds, you find two themes. One is that our minds are remarkable. We can
think lofty thoughts.
